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Abstract. The article analyzes data from domestic and foreign literature revealing the problem of coronary blood flow disorders during endovascular interventions. From a modern perspective, the role of various risk factors for the development of impaired myocardial reperfusion is presented. The methods of clinical and instrumental diagnostics of the phenomena of delayed and unrepaired coronary blood flow are described. The necessity of an individual approach to the use of medications for the relief of coronary disorders is emphasized. Attention is focused on modern methods of instrumental prevention of cholesterol atheroembolism. The need to exclude routine thrombectomy in percutaneous coronary interventions is indicated.
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
